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· Pre-Vocational (Intro to Technology) is a required class for all students in eighth grade. The course meets four days a week for one semester. The course is designed to introduce students to the four areas of technology, which consist of Manufacturing, Communication, Construction and Transportation. Problem solving and creative thinking will be emphasized in short activities in the four system areas of technology.

· Exploring Technology is an elective class open to all students in the

9th grade. This class will look at the history and future of technology as well as the impact that technology has and will continue to have on society. The class will also develop an awareness of occupational opportunities in the areas of technology.

· Drafting / Wood Technology is a class open to all students in grades 10-12 as an elective courses in the industrial technology
area. This class is designed to give students wishing to gain some knowledge in a technical area, dealing with drafting, design,

woodworking and production opportunities.

· Advanced Woodworking/Construction is offered to all students
in grades 11/12. This class is designed to give students the opportunity to advance their woodworking skills. Through this

class students will take on a construction project.

· Welding/Small Engines is a class open to all students in grades 11/12. By completion of this course the students will be able to
understand the basic operation of an internal combustion engine

and understand how and where welding is used in industry.
